• 2 non-customers paid their TX and KY MWD water bills online.  Our webmaster has created a safe 

guard in insure we will not receive payments from other McKinney Water Districts around the country. 

• 1 customer paid their water bill twice online 

 

D. Workplace Violence Prevention Plan  
Starting July 1, 2024, the majority of employers in California must establish, implement, and maintain a 
Workplace Violence Prevention Plan.  The Sec/Treas. has been working with the SDRMA Risk Control Manager to 
complete the District’s WVPP before the deadline.  
 Below are a few issues that need to be addressed: 

• Get a PO Box for the District Office so that a personal address is not on the website 

• Provide the District Agent with bug and bear spray 

• District Agent should have GPS Cell Phone or other device to use when no cell phone service is available. 

• All weapons must be properly stored and locked up during all Board Meetings if hosting the meeting. 
Once the Plan is created and approved by the board, training will be required by all employees. 

 

E. Water Sample and District Agent Report – May 2024  

The Secy./Treas. presented the District Agent’s Monthly Report. The meter is not tracking water 

production currently.  Static ___, Dynamic ____  Static low for the month ____ 

Coliform/Fecal testing per the sample site plan came back negative. Samples were taken at 901 

McKinney Rubicon Springs in McKinney Estates. 

The District Agent suggested the Board select 5 or 6 fire hydrants to install bollards for protection. 

Graham will choose the most vulnerable hydrants within the district. He will contact 3 Contractors for 

quotes.
